« Be specific when you praise, especially noting effort
such as how the child concentrates, tries different
approaches, persists, solves problems, and has new
Ideas.

« Help children as needed to do what they are trying to do
without taking over or directing

« Pay attention to how children engage in activities,the
challenges faced, the effort, thought, learning and
enjoyment. Talk more about the process than products.
